December 1, 1944 to May 16, 2009

the passing of Sam Fairclough.

We had come to know Sam as a man with a 
kind heart, obliging personality, compassionate, 
and also willing to take on new challenges. 
Sam’s positive attitude, his strong record 
of academic achievement and his lifelong 
commitment to his profession earned him the 
respect of his peers all across this Province.

Sam joined the Toronto Police Service as a 
Police Constable on October 16, 1973 and rose 
steadily through the ranks during his career, 
from a Constable in October 1973 to a Staff 
Superintendent in January 2001.  Sam received 
a Merit Mark in 1974 and his 30 year Exemplary 
Police Service Award from the Governor General 
of Canada in October 2003.

In 1994 Sam was elected to the Board of 
Directors of the Police Credit Union where he 
held progressively more responsible positions 
and in 2006 was elected by his peers to serve 
as Chair of the Board and did so until 2008.

In his 
own quiet way he has left his indelible mark on 
all of us and will be sadly missed.
